Abstract: This collection contains payroll records for road crews in Readington Township detailing hours worked, rates of pay, and project
overseers for individual road districts dating from May 1878 - December 1878.

Scope and content: The majority of documents are dated October 5, 1878, the apparent filing date before the roads committee. Documents
are arranged by road district number; numbering of road districts is incomplete. Names of individual workers are included. Each payment
document is marked on its reverse with the road district number and the name of the overseer; one document is unmarked as to district
number.
